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HEALING DECLARATIONS

I want to encourage you to take a huge step in faith and begin speaking God's word out loud. It is
tempting to continue to beg and plead and complain. But in the end, you will only wonder and doubt
God heard you. Jesus commands us in His word over and over again to 'Have Faith.' Listen to how Jesus
tells us to pray in Mark chapter 11 verse 24, "Therefore I tell you, all that you ask for in prayer, believe
that you will receive it and it shall be yours."

For years I prayed desperate prayers full of fear and worry. When I finished praying I felt just as fearful
and anxious as I did before I prayed. When we beg God repeatedly, we tell Him that we don't believe He
heard our last prayer. There has to come a time when I have to quit begging God and start trusting Him.

Declarations take us to a whole new level of faith.

The following declarations are based on God's Truth, His word. His word is the Truth. When we begin to
say God's word out loud, we establish our faith in God's word as the Truth. Our foundation grows firm as
we speak and grow in faith. Faith comes, the Bible says from hearing God's word (Romans 10:17). As
you declare the Truth, you will hear the Truth and start to believe the Truth.

This Truth is for YOU, not someone else, not someone hoier than you. You are the righteousness of God
in Christ Jesus, the Bible says. You have to believe God sent His son to die for you. If you were the only
person alive on earth, God would have sent His Son to die for you. God wrote the Bible for you. God
wants you would read it and believe it. Believe that you are the person God is talking about on these
pages. Jesus took your sins, so nothing is standing in the way of you receiving your healing but you.

Get out of the way and receive it today.

Who get's forgiveness? Those who accept God's forgiveness. Who does God protect? Those who run to
Him for protection. Who does God heal? Those who receive God's healing. It's up to you. God has
already made up His mind and sealed it with the blood of Jesus. When Jesus went to the Cross, He paid
for your sins. You deserved death, but God gave you life because Jesus paid the requirement of death.
Death was what we all deserved. But Jesus took what we deserved so we could receive God's blessing
and healing. If Jesus took the Cross for you, the least we can do is accept all that comes to us through
him, blessing, healing, deliverance, redemption, forgiveness.... Don't let his work be in vain.

Jesus came to destroy the work of the enemy (1 John 3:8), so we are battling a foe Jesus has already
beaten. The Bible says that Jesus healed all who were oppressed by the devil (Acts 10:38). Jesus broke
every curse by becoming a curse for us, so we are left battling a curse that has already been destroyed.

It is our turn to take authority over the enemy. Jesus said, "I have given you power over all the power of
the enemy." Sickness and disease are enemies, and it's time to wield the sword of the Spirit, which is the
Word of God, and make these declarations in His name.

When the devil hears these words coming out of your mouth, he will think you actually believe them to
be true and eventually will back down. You too, will finally believe them. Let these be your statements
of faith, faith that God heard your prayer, faith that God is working on your behalf.

Don't wait until you feel better to start declaring. Don't wait till the doctor gives you a good report to
start declaring. Faith is believing without seeing, hearing, or feeling. Maybe you aren't ready. Maybe you

PRAY ( READ ) these scripture passages and make the declarations below each one.

Proverbs 4:20-22 My son, to my words be attentive, to my sayings incline your ear; Let them not slip
from your sight, keep them within your heart; For they are life to those who find them, bringing health
to one’s whole being.

e FATHER YOUR WORDS ARE LIFE TO ME, BRINGING HEALTH TO MY WHOLE BODY.

Psalm 103:1-4, 11-12 Let all that I am praise the Lord; with my whole heart, I will praise his holy
name. Let all that I am praise the Lord; may I never forget the good things he does for me.

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HEALING OF CANCER PRAYER

Jesus “took away our infirmities and bore our diseases.” Therefore I refuse to allow sickness and disease
in my body.

Peter 2:24).

I submit myself to God and resist the devil and all his accusations. I resist cancer and all its side effects.

Jesus became cursed that I may become blessed. Cancer is a curse (Deuteronomy 28:21). All
malignancies are a curse that God has destroyed (Deuteronomy 7:15). When Jesus died he broke the
curse over me. Cancer's power is broken. It has no life in me. It is dead. Tumors and cancerous cells, the
word of God says that you are a curse. Jesus became a curse, took the curse, and broke the curse so |
forbid you tumors and cells to thrive in my body. I command you tumor (cancer cells) to flee from my
body and I reject and resist you. I say to you tumor be uprooted and cast out of me. "GO!" this is my
body and Jesus said I could SAY to the tumor and it would die just like the fig tree died when Jesus
cursed it, Jesus said we too can command even

mountains and they will obey us if we have faith in God. I have faith in God and I curse you and
command you to flee. Be gone

are a thing of the past for I am delivered from the authority of darkness. I am healed.

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HEALING OF CANCER PRAYER

any malfunction in my body in Jesus’ name. I refuse to entertain Sickness and disease in my body and 1
rebuke it. Irebuke

Tumors cannot exist in me because the Holy Spirit lives in me. The Greater one lives in me. Jesus lives
in me. I speak life to my blood cells. My immune system is healthy and destroying all cancer cells and
cleansing my blood. My immune system grows stronger every day. My immune system obeys Jesus and
not cancer. Thank you Father for the healing. Thank you for forgiving all my sins and healing all my
diseases.

Proverbs 3:5-8 Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not on your own understanding; in all
your ways submit to him and he will make your paths straight. Do not be wise in your own eyes; fear the
Lord and shun evil. This will bring health to your body and nourishment to your bones.

Psalm 125:1-2 Those who trust in the Lord are as secure as Mount Zion; they will not be defeated but
will endure forever. 2 Just as the mountains surround Jerusalem, so the Lord surrounds his people, both
now and forever.

Paul visited
him and, after praying, laid his hands on him and healed him. ¢ After this had taken place, the rest of the
sick on the island came to Paul and were cured. !

Mark 11:22-25 “Have faith in God,” Jesus answered. “Truly I tell you, if anyone says to this mountain,
‘Go, throw yourself into the sea,” and does not doubt in their heart but believes that what they say will
happen, it will be done for them. Therefore I tell you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you
have received it, and it will be yours. And when you stand praying, if you hold anything against anyone,
forgive them, so that your Father in heaven may forgive you your sins.”
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John 14:11-14 Believe me when I say that [ am in the Father and the Father is in me; or at least believe
on the evidence of the works themselves.

This shamed his enemies, but all the people rejoiced at the wonderful
things he did

So Moses prayed for the people, s and
the Lord said to Moses: Make a seraph and mount it on a pole, and everyone who has been bitten will
look at it and recover. © Accordingly Moses made a bronze serpent and mounted it on a pole, and
whenever the serpent bit someone, the person looked at the bronze serpent and recovered.

26 Look
at the birds of the air; they do not sow or reap or store away in barns, and yet your heavenly Father feeds
them. Are you not much more valuable than they? 27 Can any one of you by worrying add a single hour
to your life? 28“And why do you worry about clothes? See how the flowers of the field grow. They do
not labor or spin. 29 Yet I tell you that not even Solomon in all his splendor was dressed like one of these.
30If that is how God clothes the grass of the field, which is here today and tomorrow is thrown into the
fire, will he not much more clothe you—you of little faith? 3! So do not worry, saying, ‘What shall we
eat?” or “What shall we drink?’ or ‘What shall we wear?’ 32 For the pagans run after all these things, and
your heavenly Father knows that you need them. 33 But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and
all these things will be given to you as well.34 Therefore do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow
will worry about itself. Each day has enough trouble of its own.
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James 5:13-18 Are any of you suffering hardships? You should pray. Are any of you happy? You should
sing praises. Are any of you sick? You should call for the elders of the church to come and pray over
you, anointing you with oil in the name of the Lord. Such a prayer offered in faith will heal the sick, and
the Lord will make you well. And if you have committed any sins, you will be forgiven. Confess your
sins to each other and pray for each other so that you may be healed. The earnest prayer of a righteous
person has great power and produces wonderful results. Elijah was as human as we are, and yet when
he prayed earnestly that no rain would fall, none fell for three and a half years! Then, when he prayed
again, the sky sent down rain and the earth began to yield its crops.

Acts 5:12-16 The apostles were performing many miraculous signs and wonders among the people. And
all the believers were meeting regularly at the Temple in the area known as Solomon’s Colonnade. But
no one else dared to join them, even though all the people had high regard for them. Yet more and more
people believed and were brought to the Lord —crowds of both men and women. As a result of the
apostles’ work, sick people were brought out into the streets on beds and mats so that Peter’s shadow
might fall across some of them as he went by. Crowds came from the villages around Jerusalem,
bringing their sick and those possessed by evil spirits, and they were all healed.

Acts 3:6-8 But Peter said, “I don’t have any silver or gold for you. But I'll give you what I have. In the
name of Jesus Christ the Nazarene, get up and walk!”Then Peter took the lame man by the right hand
and helped him up. And as he did, the man’s feet and ankles were instantly healed and strengthened. He
Jjumped up, stood on his feet, and began to walk! Then, walking, leaping, and praising God, he went into
the Temple with them.

ACTS 3:16 "And on the basis of faith in His name, it is the name of Jesus which has strengthened this
man whom you see and know; and the faith which comes through Him has given him this perfect health
in the presence of you all.

Acts 20:28 "You know of Jesus of Nazareth, how God anointed Him with the Holy Spirit and with
power, and how He went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God
was with Him.

Acts 14:8-10 While they were at Lystra, Paul and Barnabas came upon a man with crippled feet. He had
been that way from birth, so he had never walked. He was sitting and listening as Paul preached.
Looking straight at him, Paul realized he had faith to be healed. So Paul called to him in a loud voice,
“Stand up!” And the man jumped to his feet and started walking.

Luke 11:9 and 10 “And I tell you, ask and you will receive; seek and you will find; knock and the door
will be opened to you. For every one who asks, receives; and the one who seeks, finds; and to the one
who knocks, the door will be opened."

Psalm 37:39-40 The Lord rescues the godly; he is their fortress in times of trouble. The Lord helps
them, rescuing them from the wicked. He saves them, and they find shelter in him.

Psalm 46:1-4 God is our refuge and our strength, an ever-present help in distress. Thus we do not fear,
though earth be shaken and mountains quake to the depths of the sea, Though its waters rage and foam

and mountains totter at its surging.

Matthew 21:22 “Whatever you ask for in prayer with faith, you will receive.”
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John 15:4-7 and 16-17 Remain in me, and I will remain in you. For a branch cannot produce fruit if it is
severed from the vine, and you cannot be fruitful unless you remain in me. “Yes, I am the vine; you are
the branches. Those who remain in me, and I in them, will produce much fruit. For apart from me you
can do nothing. Anyone who does not remain in me is thrown away like a useless branch and withers.
Such branches are gathered into a pile to be burned. But if you remain in me and my words remain in
you, you may ask for anything you want, and it will be granted! 8 When you produce much fruit, you are
my true disciples. This brings great glory to my Father....... Versel6 You didn’t choose me. I chose you.
I appointed you to go and produce lasting fruit, so that the Father will give you whatever you ask for,
using my name. 17 This is my command: Love each other.

2 Cor 10:3-5 For, although we are in the flesh, we do not battle according to the flesh,le! 4 for the
weapons of our battle are not of flesh but are enormously powerful, capable of destroying fortresses. We
destroy arguments 5 and every pretension raising itself against the knowledge of God, and take every
thought captive in obedience to Christ,

James 4:2 “You do not possess because you do not ask.”

John 16:23-24 “On that day you will not question me about anything. Amen, amen I say to you,
whatever you ask the Father in my name He will give you. Until now you have not asked anything in
my name; ask and you will receive, so that your joy may be complete.”

Exodus 15:1-5 Then Moses and the people of Israel sang this song to the Lord: “I will sing to the

Lord, for he has triumphed gloriously; he has hurled both horse and rider into the sea. The Lord is my
strength and my song; he has given me victory. This is my God, and I will praise him— my father’s
God, and I will exalt him! 3 The Lord is a warrior; Yahweh is his name! 4 Pharaoh’s chariots and army he
has hurled into the sea. The finest of Pharaoh’s officers are drowned in the Red Sea.

5 The deep waters gushed over them; they sank to the bottom like a stone.

Psalm 121 I look up to the mountains—does my help come from there?

2My help comes from the Lord, who made heaven and earth!3 He will not let you stumble; the one who
watches over you will not slumber. 4 Indeed, he who watches over Israel never slumbers or sleeps.> The
Lord himself watches over you! The Lord stands beside you as your protective shade.® The sun will not
harm you by day, nor the moon at night.” The Lord keeps you from all harm and watches over your
life.® The Lord keeps watch over you as you come and go, both now and forever. Amen
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
